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After 25 years of congressional hear-

ings on elder abuse without a legisla-

tive response, the Elder Justice Act 

marks the beginning of new horizons 

in the detection and prevention of 

elder abuse. The Elder Justice Act 

was passed in the USD Congress on 

March 22, 2010.

ELDER JUSTICE BILLS CLEAR CON-

GRESS, President Obama to sign into law: 

The House of Representatives last 

night gave final Congressional ap-

proval to the Elder Justice Act and the 

Patient Safety and Abuse Prevention 

Act as part of health care reform legis-

lation.  The bill now goes to the Presi-

dent for his signature which is ex-

pected later this week. 

The main provisions of the Elder Jus-

tice Act include: 

*Adult Protective Services (APS) 

funding.  Provides $400 million ($100 

million per year) in first-time dedi-

cated funding for adult protective ser-

vices.  Provides $100 million ($25 

million annually) for state demonstra-

tion grants to test a variety of methods 

to improve APS. 

*Provides $32.5 million (over 4 

years) in grants to support the Long-

Term Care Ombudsman Program and 

an additional $40 million ($10 million 

annually) in training programs for 

national organizations and State long-

term care ombudsman programs. 

*Establishes an Elder Justice Coordi-

nating Council to make recommenda-

tions to the Secretary of HHS on the 

coordination of activities of federal, 

state, local and private agencies and 

entities relating to elder abuse, neglect 

and exploitation. Recommendations 

contained in report are due in 2 years

QUESTION:  What does this Act do? 

ANSWER:   It creates a combined law 

enforcement and public health ap-

proach to study, detect, treat, prosecute 

and, most importantly, prevent elder 

abuse, neglect and exploitation.   

The Act will: 

1. Coordinate efforts and develop 

leadership at the national level, by cre-

ating an Office of Elder Justice within 

the Department of Justice and the De-

partment of Health and Human Ser-

vices, creating a federal home and se-

cure funding for adult protective ser-

vices activities at the federal level, and 

creating a public and private Elder Jus-

tice Coordinating Council to assure 

coordination of efforts at all levels and 

to fund and assist such entities at the 

state and local levels. 

2. Create an ñElder Justice Research 
Centerò and library to educate the pub-

lic and provide information on the pre-

vention of elder abuse and best prac-

tices in addressing the problem to in-

terested entities throughout the coun-

try. 

3. Fund research entities throughout 

the country to better develop our 

knowledge base on the issue, including 

the area of ñat riskò elders, providing a 

focus on the development of forensic 

capacity in the area of elder abuse. 

4. Increase the capacity of prosecu-

tors throughout the country to bring 

elder abuse charges. 

5. Develop resources to protect con-

sumers, increase collaboration and pre-

vent abuse in long-term care settings.  

6. Evaluate funded projects and re-

search to identify successful ap-

proaches to elder abuse prevention, 

prosecution, and victim services.

The phony Census call:   
If someone calls you claiming to be 

from the Census and asks you to di-
vulge personal financial information, 
it's a scam. Only in rare instances, a 

Census worker may call to clarify infor-
mation you've submitted, according to 

the Census Web site.  
 
In addition, fraudsters now have de-

vices that can make caller ID come up 
"US Census" or a similar identifier, that 
would make the call that much more 

credible. Don't give out financial infor-
mation over the phone. Consider it a 
big, bright red flag if someone says 

they represent the Census and asks 
you for delicate financial information.  
 

A Census visit in person:   
If people don't mail back their forms, 
Census takers will visit their homes to 

fill out the questionnaire in person, 
starting May 1, according to the Cen-

sus Web site. Census officials may visit 
some homes more than once as the 
program conducts quality-control 

checks.  

In this type of scam, someone knocks 
on your door, states he/she is a Cen-

sus worker and asks you for money to 
pay for the 2010 Census.  

To make sure you're talking to a Cen-
sus worker, ask to see his official gov-
ernment badge with his name and a 

Department of Commerce watermark. 
Then, ask for a second picture ID for 
confirmation, the Census Web site 

says. If you're still not sure, there are 
numbers on the Census Web site to 
call to confirm that the visit is legiti-

mate.  

 

Be aware, it may not be a con artist 
who wants your money. "There will be  
rogue Census workers who will use 

their position to ask for your Social 
Security number or a fee. Although the

The U.S. Better 

Business Bureau 
warns consumers 
to be on guard 

for online and in -
person Census 

fraudsters in the coming months.  

The Census questionnaire asks 10 
questions, none involving personal 
financial information such as bank 

account or credit card numbers or 
your Social Security number.  
Senior citizens are most at risk; 

seniors tend to be more willing to 
talk with strangers on the phone 

than any other group. Many also 
have access to money they've accu-
mulated for retirement or other as-

sets.  
 
Here are some ways that scammers 

may try to deceive you and what 
you should do:  

Phishing fraud:  

A phishing scam typically uses a 
phony e-mail to collect your per-

sonal or financial information under 
false pretenses.  

In this case, you'll receive an official

-looking e-mail saying you didn't fill 
out the Census survey correctly and 
asking for your Social Security num-

ber or bank account information or 
computer user names and pass-
words. E-mail is relatively anony-

mous and the dishonest can contact 
several hundred thousand people 
simultaneously. You can't file online 

and no one should receive official e-
mails for the 2010 survey.  

 
Fake Census survey:   
You receive a fake 2010 Census 

questionnaire in the mail, request-
ing your personal financial informa-
tion. - Visit the U.S. Census Bureau 

Web site and compare your survey 
with the official one online. If your 
survey doesn't match the 2010 Cen-

sus survey, take off any personal 

Census ScamsCensus Scams   
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Census Bureau does background 

checks, these workers are likely new 
to the scam game and have no re-
cord. What to do:  A Census worker 

who comes to your door will only ask 
you the same questions that are on 
the survey.  

If you're suspicious or don't feel 
safe, close the door and call the Cen-

sus phone number to verify that per-
son is an actual Census worker.
