The site that | consider to be the
"granddaddy" of all these is the one
that first led me to them, and itis
dealnews.com

Dealnews is not a site where you
buy things; rather, it is a site that
continually scours all the web for

good deals and reports on them. Their
tips on good buys is constantly chang-
ing as they come across new things.
They will rate each deal for "hotness"
from 1 to 5, with one being the lowest
and 5 being a real deal. They will tell
you the site that has the item for sale,
with a little info about it and a link to
where you go to buy. They also have
checked out all the sites they mention
for legitimacy, so you can feel secure
in ordering from a site they mention
even if it's something you've never
heard of before.
